Upcoming CCEDC Event
Eggs & Answers XX— Issues Regarding Oil & Gas Exploration of the Marcellus Shale

Eggs and Answers XX will be held on February 24, 2009 starting at 7:30 am, and the event will focus on issues
regarding oil & gas exploration of the Marcellus Shale. The program features a two-person panel: Lou D’Amico,
Executive Director of the Independent Oil & Gas Association of Pennsylvania (I0OGA), and Craig Lobins of the
Oil & Gas Program located at the Northwest Regional Office of the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental
Protection (DEP).

The IOGA promotes professionalism in exploration, development, and production of natural gas and crude oil. It
provides a forum for its members to exchange views and expand their knowledge to achieve higher degrees of
success. The IOGA acts as a liaison with other associations, agents, companies, governmental bodies and
regulatory agencies to foster compliance with the lawful regulation of all segments of the industry. The IOGA
works to protect the rights of natural gas and crude oil producers.

The DEP Oil and Gas Program issues permits and conducts inspections to ensure compliance with the Oil and
Gas Act. The agency regulates drilling, the alteration and plugging of oil and gas wells, and related activities.
The agency is responsible for all environmental issues relating to the exploration, development and production of
oil and natural gas, including the protection of individual and public water well supplies. The Oil and Gas
Program exists in the Northwest Regional Office to cover the northern half of Pennsylvania.

This event will take place at the Holiday Inn Clarion located at 45 Holiday Inn Road, Clarion, PA 16214. The
event starts at 7:30 am with breakfast. Tickets for the event are $10 per person if pre-paid before February 17,
2009.

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Keystone Community Eduation Council

One of the key resources for businesses looking for training for their employees is the Keystone Community
Education Council. Serving Clarion, Crawford, and Venango County and their surrounding areas, the council acts
as a non-biased clearinghouse and referral resource for all local education providers, as a coordinator of their
efforts, and as a “niche-filler” — they identify and broker in or develop education and training options that are
needed but not currently available here. The Pennsylvania Department of Education funds the nine councils, found
mainly in NW Pennsylvania, as private, nonprofit organizations to “...identify, implement and oversee new or
innovative efforts to provide access to post-secondary and higher education opportunities in educationally
underserved communities within Pennsylvania. ...”

Trainingpa.com, a website initiated and maintained by the Keystone CEC reinforces the council’s position as a
non-biased clearinghouse and referral resource for Pennsylvania education/training providers. The website offers
businesses and individuals a one-stop gateway to training and education opportunities in Pennsylvania. Whether
they are a business owner looking for training for themselves or their employees or an individual looking to
improve or build on their skills, TrainingPa.com offers new ways to easily search for, find, and enroll in the
training/education classes that best meet their needs and help them make a more informed decision on how to best
spend their training dollars.

In conjunction with the TrainingPa database, the Keystone CEC publishes a monthly e-newsletter for over 600
subscribers which high lights the training opportunities coming up in the next three months. If you are currently
not receiving the newsletter, you may register for it on KCEC’s website www.keystonecec.org.

Since 1999, the Keystone CEC has offered, in collaboration with Clarion University’s Department of Continuing
Education, a leadership/professional development series focusing on the needed soft-skills identified by area
businesses. This year the series was offered jointly in Clarion and Venango Counties with sessions alternating
each month between the counties. This 12-session training series is a very cost-effective way for area businesses to
get the training they need for themselves and their employees. This year, for $250 a business could send 2
employees to each of the twelve two-hour sessions or receive 24 admissions for whatever sessions they preferred.
This works out to be 48 hours of training for $250 a little over $5/hour. The next series is scheduled to start in
September 2009. To be notified of the next series, you can call KCEC at 814-226-0626.
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For the past year KCEC has been working with the Community College of Allegheny County to bring a series of
technical certificate programs to NW PA. The first class, Basic Electronics, started a few weeks ago with 17
students. The majority of the curriculum is online with Saturday classes being held at the Venango Technology
Center. The CCAC classes offer an affordable option for acquiring skills and credits, which can later transfer
into an associate or bachelor degree program. Other programs in the works for Clarion and other counties
include welding, automobile technology, and heating and air conditioning.

Examples of other training that the council has offered in our area include OSHA safety classes, computer
application training, nonprofit professional skills development, graduate education for teachers, and various
technical skills training.

The Keystone Community Education Council also has a training resource that is unique to this area and which
was recently expanded — a portable notebook computer lab that can travel onsite to provide training in basic
windows applications, industry-specific skills, or provide access to a computer lab for online training. The lab
can accommodate up to eighteen students and comes equipped with an instructor computer, wireless network,
projector, and printer. The lab may be used with an instructor of your choice or we can provide one. A new
resource to the lab is the availability of webcams for up to 10 computers, which can be used for training or
participating in web meetings.

The KCEC continues its involvement in the INVEST (Venango Employability Skills Training) Consortium, an
organization of nine northwestern Pennsylvania manufacturers, working in conjunction with education and
public sector agencies to address workforce development needs.

The KCEC has three offices to serve the three-county area. The main office is in the Oil Region CareerLink at
255 EIm Street in Oil City, PA and is manned by Lance Hummer, the Executive Director and Vicki Gonnelly,
Student Advisor for the community college classes, and Bonnie Streyle, the Assistant Director of KCEC, works
out of the Clarion County office in the Anderson Physical Therapy Office Complex at 22868 Rt. 68, Suite 6,
Clarion, PA. There is also an office at 310 Chestnut Street, Meadville, PA. Please visit the council’s website at
www.keystonecec.org for upcoming training and education offerings, to register to receive the monthly e-
newsletter, to register for a class, to access our guide to online learning, or for other additional information.
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FEATURED CLARION COUNTY AVAILABLE BUILDING

Available Warehouse, 3377 Brookville Street, Hawthorn PA, 16230

Located on Pennsylvania Route 28 sixteen miles from Exit 78 of Interstate Route 80.

The warehouse is 90,000 square feet and it is located on 15 acres. It is available for sale or for lease.
The main building could be sub-divided. The building was built in 1974, and it is masonry block
construction. The floors are 6” of concrete. There are also 2 floors of finished office space. Included in
the property is a garage and maintenance facility measuring 60” x 100°. In the aerial shot of the
property, the warehouse is in the center of the picture and the maintenance building is located to the
left.

The warehouse ceiling heights are from 18 feet to 16 feet. The building has 17 truck docks.

There are heaters hung throughout the warehouse so heating the space is possible. Power is available
through Allegheny Power. It has a 1600 amp service and 3 phase feed. There is a natural gas well on
the property and gas is available at below market value. The local municipality provides water and
sewage is on the property. Fire protection is available with a sprinkler system.
